Todai-ji: is one of Japan's most famous and historically significant temples and a landmark of Nara. The temple was
constructed in 752 as the head temple of all provincial Buddhist temples of Japan and grew so powerful that the
capital was moved from Nara to Nagaoka in 784 in order to lower the temple's influence on government affairs.Nara
Park: is a large park in central Nara. Established in 1880, it is the location of many of Nara's main attractions
including Todaiji, Kasuga Taisha, Kofukuji and the Nara National Museum. The park is home to hundreds of freely
roaming deer. Considered in Shinto to be messengers of the gods, Nara's nearly 1200 deer have become a symbol of
the city and have even been designated as a natural treasure. Nara's deer are surprisingly tame, although they can
be aggressive if they think you will feed them. Deer crackers are for sale around the park, and some deer have
learned to bow to visitors to ask to be fed.Osaka Castle: Located in Osaka Castle Park in Osaka City, it is a famous
tourist attraction in Osaka and a symbol of Osaka.Shinsaibashi: is the largest shopping area in Osaka where many
boutiques and specialty shops are gathered, attracting local people and visitors.

Day 08: Fushimi Inari Shrine - Kiyomizu Temple - Kinkaku ji Temple (B / L /D)Hotel: Osaka Vischio Hotel or similar
Fushimi Inari Taisha: located in Fushimi-ku, Kyoto, Japan. The shrine sits at the base of a mountain also named Inari
which is 233 metres above sea level, and includes trails up the mountain to many smaller shrines which span 4
kilometers.Kiyomizu Temple: is one of the most celebrated temples of Japan. It was founded in 780 on the site of
the Otowa Waterfall in the wooded hills east of Kyoto, and derives its name from the fall's pure waters. The temple
was originally associated with the Hosso sect, one of the oldest schools within Japanese Buddhism, but formed its
own Kita Hosso sect in 1965. In 1994, the temple was added to the list of UNESCO world heritage sites. Kinkaku ji: is
a Zen temple in northern Kyoto whose top two floors are completely covered in gold leaf.

Note: Sakura Festival March 20 to April 10 [Shimizu Temple] replacement [Yuanshan Park] Cherry blossom viewing,
is the most famous cherry blossom appreciation place in Kyoto, the largest cherry blossom in the center of the park
is the precious variety of cherry blossom "branch hanging cherry", which is more than 200 years old.
